The CAIT has also decided a mega program of dis-
tribution of Ram Mandir Models among the traders and public in general as a souvenir of inauguration
of Ram Mandir. The CAIT is calling upon the traders to gift these models in large numbers to the traders
and the public.

On the day of the consecration of Lord Ram temple all the markets across the country including Delhi will
be illuminated with attractive lights, while on the same day, Shri Ram Mandir model will be lit at many
places in temples and other public places in all the cities across the country.

Shri Bhartia & Shri Khandelwal further said that local trade associations all over the Country will make
special arrangements at public places in the markets to show live telecast of the Ayodhya event to the
r F people through big LEDs by placing models and pictures of Ram Mandir and on that day, traders will
fully celebrate all the programs decided by Vishwa Hindu Parishad.
